«» Advertising and Promotions:

Many no (or low) cost options are available for promoting your event including:
= Email distribution (ask original distribution list to send to others and so on)
Church bulletin inserts
Church newsletter articles
Connections through church conferences
Informational tables at churches or other locations
Public service announcements (PSA’s) on local radio or television stations
Submitting retreat info. to Christian radio stations
Distributing posters to churches, women’s groups, worksites, etc.
Contacting agencies & organizations that work with women
Hanging posters in various locations
Article submission to local newspapers
Use paid advertising outlets as you see fit to publicize your retreat.
When possible, print your promotional materials in full color to visually capture attention.

+» Ticket Sales and Registration:
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Allow email or telephone purchases — have guests mail their payment and hold tickets for
pick up on the date of the retreat (saving you the time and money in mailing them.)
Number your tickets and distribute them to volunteers to sell.

Offer discounts on ticket prices for presale or large quantity purchases.

Have a “good faith” ticket policy. If a guest shows up at your retreat and insists she
purchased a ticket (yet you don’t have record of it), let her in. Conveying a trust in her is
more important than the price of the ticket or questioning her process for payment.
Registration forms are valuable for our outreach purposes and yours. Our gift basket
raffles at the close of the retreat is drawn from completed registration forms, encouraging
100% completion along with full retreat participation, as guests must be present to win.

<+ Refreshments and Beverages:
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Your guests will appreciate refreshments and beverages available during registration and
breaks at your retreat. Fruit, pastries, bagels/breads along with juice, water, coffee and
tea in the morning along with desserts and water, coffee, tea or other beverages in the
afternoon add a special touch to your retreat and make guests feel cared for.
Including lunch as part of your retreat depends on your budget, your retreat staff, and your
location. We believe when all guests break bread together, it greatly enhances their
retreat experience. Here are some ideas:
= Make it a grab and go menu — pre-wrapped sandwiches or wraps, small bags of
chips/pretzels, portable fruit or veggies, canned/bottled beverages — the less time
spent standing in line, the more time left for relaxing at tables with friends!

The golden yellow and orange colors of common day lilies were chosen as our theme
colors as they best capture the “lilies of the field” Jesus referred to. We recommend
using these colors in your decorating scheme whenever possible.
